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And we also thank God continually because,

when you received the word of God, which you

heard from us, you accepted it not as the word

of men, but as it actually is, the word of God,

which is at work in you who believe.

Unlike so many, we do not peddle the word

of God for profit. On the contrary, in Christ

we speak before God with sincerity, like

men sent from God.

I meditate on your precepts and consider 

your ways. I delight in your decrees;  I will 

not neglect your word.

Fix these words of mine in your hearts and

minds;

“Stand at the gate of the LORD's house and

there proclaim this message: “ 'Hear the

word of the LORD, all you people of Judah

who come through these gates to worship

the LORD.

Those who had been scattered preached

the word wherever they went.

I warn everyone who hears the words of the prophecy

of this book: If anyone adds anything to them, God will

add to him the plagues described in this book. And if

anyone takes words away from this book of prophecy,

God will take away from him his share in the tree of

life and in the holy city, which are described in this

book.

Every word of God is flawless; he is a shield

to those who take refuge in him. Do not

add to his words, or he will rebuke you and

prove you a liar.

All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful

for teaching, rebuking, correcting and

training in righteousness, so that the man

of God may be thoroughly equipped for

every good work.

Above all, you must understand that no

prophecy of Scripture came about by the

prophet's own interpretation. For prophecy

never had its origin in the will of man, but men

spoke from God as they were carried along by

the Holy Spirit.

Then the LORD said to Moses, "Write down

these words, for in accordance with these

words I have made a covenant with you and

with Israel.“ . . . And he wrote on the tablets the

words of the covenant—the Ten

Commandments.

and observe what the LORD your God requires:

Walk in his ways, and keep his decrees and

commands, his laws and requirements, as

written in the Law of Moses, so that you may

prosper in all you do and wherever you go,
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He said to them, "This is what I told you while I

was still with you: Everything must be fulfilled

that is written about me in the Law of Moses,

the Prophets and the Psalms." Then he opened

their minds so they could understand the

Scriptures.

Don't you believe that I am in the Father,

and that the Father is in me? The words I

say to you are not just my own. Rather, it is

the Father, living in me, who is doing his

work.

“Then he said: 'The God of our fathers has

chosen you to know his will and to see the

Righteous One and to hear words from his

mouth. You will be his witness to all men of

what you have seen and heard.

They are from the world and therefore speak from

the viewpoint of the world, and the world listens to

them. We are from God, and whoever knows God

listens to us; but whoever is not from God does not

listen to us. This is how we recognize the Spirit of

truth and the spirit of falsehood.

For, "All men are like grass, and all their

glory is like the flowers of the field; the

grass withers and the flowers fall, but the

word of the Lord stands forever." And this

is the word that was preached to you.

All your words are true; all your righteous

laws are eternal.

Long ago I learned from your statutes that

you established them to last forever.
Your word, O LORD, is eternal; it stands

firm in the heavens.

It is easier for heaven and earth to

disappear than for the least stroke of a pen

to drop out of the Law.

Heaven and earth will pass away, but my

words will never pass away.

He remembers his covenant forever, the

word he commanded, for a thousand

generations,

Let this be written for a future generation,

that a people not yet created may praise

the LORD :
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And the words of the LORD are flawless,

like silver refined in a furnace of clay,

purified seven times.

The law of the LORD is perfect, reviving the

soul. The statutes of the LORD are

trustworthy, making wise the simple.

For the word of the LORD is right and true; 

he is faithful in all he does.

The fear of the LORD is pure, enduring

forever. The ordinances of the LORD are

sure and altogether righteous.

If he called them 'gods,' to whom the word 

of God came—and the Scripture cannot be 

broken—

I tell you the truth, until heaven and earth

disappear, not the smallest letter, not the

least stroke of a pen, will by any means

disappear from the Law until everything is

accomplished.

So then, the law is holy, and the

commandment is holy, righteous and good.

But as for you, continue in what you have learned and

have become convinced of, because you know those

from whom you learned it, and how from infancy you

have known the holy Scriptures, which are able to

make you wise for salvation through faith in Christ

Jesus.

As the rain and the snow come down from heaven,

and do not return to it without watering the earth and

making it bud and flourish, so that it yields seed for

the sower and bread for the eater, so is my word that

goes out from my mouth: It will not return to me

empty, but will accomplish what I desire and achieve

the purpose for which I sent it.

“Praise be to the LORD, who has given rest

to his people Israel just as he promised.

Not one word has failed of all the good

promises he gave through his servant

Moses.

For the word of God is living and active.

Sharper than any double-edged sword, it

penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit,

joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts

and attitudes of the heart.

For you have been born again, not of

perishable seed, but of imperishable,

through the living and enduring word of

God.
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He sends his command to the earth; his word

runs swiftly. He spreads the snow like wool and

scatters the frost like ashes. He hurls down his

hail like pebbles. Who can withstand his icy

blast? He sends his word and melts them; he

stirs up his breezes, and the waters flow.

By the word of the LORD were the heavens

made, their starry host by the breath of his

mouth.

For everything that was written in the past

was written to teach us, so that through

endurance and the encouragement of the

Scriptures we might have hope.

These things happened to them as examples

and were written down as warnings for us, on

whom the fulfillment of the ages has come. So,

if you think you are standing firm, be careful

that you don't fall!

In reading this, then, you will be able to

understand my insight into the mystery of

Christ, which was not made known to men in

other generations as it has now been revealed

by the Spirit to God's holy apostles and

prophets.

till what he foretold came to pass, till the

word of the LORD proved him true.

"Is not my word like fire," declares the

LORD, "and like a hammer that breaks a

rock in pieces?

The Son is the radiance of God's glory and

the exact representation of his being,

sustaining all things by his powerful word.

Sanctify them by the truth; your word is

truth. As you sent me into the world, I have

sent them into the world. For them I

sanctify myself, that they too may be truly

sanctified.

Christ loved the church and gave himself

up for her to make her holy, cleansing her

by the washing with water through the

word,

Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light

for my path.

And we have the word of the prophets

made more certain, and you will do well to

pay attention to it, as to a light shining in a

dark place, until the day dawns and the

morning star rises in your hearts.
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When your words came, I ate them; they

were my joy and my heart's delight, for I

bear your name, O LORD God Almighty.

Then he said to me, "Son of man, eat this scroll I

am giving you and fill your stomach with it." So I

ate it, and it tasted as sweet as honey in my

mouth. He then said to me: "Son of man, go

now to the house of Israel and speak my words

to them.

Therefore I cut you in pieces with my

prophets, I killed you with the words of my

mouth; my judgments flashed like lightning

upon you.

Take the helmet of salvation and the sword

of the Spirit, which is the word of God.
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
